5. JNF will mail honoree certificates directly to the individual honorees

· Please make all checks payable to Jewish National Fund and write “JNF Tu BiShvat Schools Program” on the lower left-hand corner of the check

· Please use only one tree order form per child and make sure your child returns the envelope to his/her classroom teacher
